Recent studies conducted at Monsanto’s Research Farm in Conover, Ohio 
showed distinctive differences between ESN and 28% nitrogen applied on 10 
different Dyna-Gro hybrids. Mick Schonauer, product manager for Dyna-Gro, 
stated hybrid genetics could differ in their response to nitrogen availability. Late 
flowering hybrids like 57V43 have a greater need for nitrogen later in the season, 
compared to an early flowering hybrid like V4993VT3. By matching late flowering 
hybrids with an ESN program, growers can get a larger return on their investment 
in both seed and nitrogen. 
 
A similar replicated study conducted at the Dyna-Gro research farm in Mt. 
Sterling, OH, resulted in a 12 bushel per acre yield advantage to ESN compared 
to 28% nitrogen. The difference is ESN delays the release of nitrogen, so it stays 
in the soil longer. This results in more nitrogen availability when corn needs it the 
most. This delayed release was extremely important in 2008, when excessive 
spring rains caused significant nitrogen loss in many fields.
